Relationships Sex and Health Education (RSHE)

You may be aware that Relationships Sex and Health Education (RSHE) is now statutory in all
primary schools in England.

Since 2021, we have used Life to the Full by TenTen Resources to teach RSHE. TenTen is an
award-winning Catholic educational organisation that is well-respected and very experienced in
this field of work. Life to the Full has been approved by our diocese; therefore, we are confident
that this programme is a very good fit for our school.

The option to teach some elements of the programme is left to the discretion of school in
consultation with parents. In the programme these elements are known as ‘Key Decisions’ and
cover the discussion of genitalia, puberty and relationships. We would like to have your feedback
on our approach, and particularly on the ‘Key Decisions’ that we need to take regarding the
teaching of certain topics.
